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REVIEW OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE BANKING SECTOR
OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN FOLLOWING THE RESULTS OF 2017

In 2017, the macroeconomic situation in the republic was formed in the context of the
implementation of consistent measures on the liberalization of economy and domestic foreign
exchange market; extension of programs for integrated and proportionate development of regions, as
well as the existence of high inflationary pressure.

During the reporting period, there was an increase in the lending activity of commercial banks as the
result of the extension of socio-economic programs of the country and its regions development, as well
as broad involvement of the population in entrepreneurial activities. This, in turn, led to a significant
increase in the supply of money and aggregate demand in the economy in January-June of the reporting
year and, as a consequence, acceleration of the inflation rate.

Measures on the foreign exchange market liberalization in the second half of the year have led to a
significant change in macroeconomic conditions for the operating the monetary policy. In particular, the
liberalization of the foreign exchange market facilitated the acceleration of the flow of money from non-
banking turnover into banking system, as well as the strengthening of economic prerequisites for
improving the effectiveness of monetary policy.

In particular, the money supply in national currency in the second half of the reporting period
decreased by 4.7%, which allowed to keep its growth rate in general in 2017 at the level of 9%.

The aggregate capital of the banking system by the end of 2017 amounted to 23.7 trillion soums,
which allowed banks to fulfill the capital adequacy and liquidity indicators.

During 2017, bank assets increased by 107.25% and amounted to 166.6 trillion soums. Besides,
following the results of 2017, credit investments increased by 107.21% as compared to the results of the
previous year and amounted to 110.6 trillion soums.

The positive changes in the basic indicators of commercial banks during the reporting period create
good prerequisites for the introduction of modern and high-tech industrial facilities and capacities,
modernization of production, acceleration of technical and technological renovation.

In order to implement the decrees and resolutions of the Head of State aimed at creating a favorable
business environment and providing greater freedom to the business sector, the volume of loans
granted to small businesses increased by 1.7 times as compared to 2016 and as of January 1, 2018, was
amounted to more than 24.2 trillion soums.

Steady conditions of the banks, increased confidence and increase in real incomes of the population
year upon year become a solid basis for attraction of free funds of population and economic entities to
banks deposits.

Focused effort on further increments of resource base of the banks provides bank deposits volume
growth. In particular, the volume of deposits in comparison to 2016 has increased by 31.6% and as of
the beginning of 2018 is more than 58.7 trillion soums.

The National system of non-cash settlements with plastic cards in national currency continued to
develop dynamically, which is confirmed by the intensive growth in the number of issued plastic cards,
as well as the amount of non-cash payments through payment terminals, self-service kiosks and cash
dispensers.

According to the results of the reporting year, more than 19.2 million plastic cards were issued in the
country, and the number of terminals installed at trade and service facilities has reached 235.7
thousand. The number of installed cash dispensers and self-service kiosks was 5,632.

Effective measures on the further strengthen the financial stability of banks helps them to obtain
positive international ratings on creditworthiness.
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According to the Ahbor-Reyting rating agency, in the reporting period, the basic indicators of the
domestic banking system, such as adequacy of the aggregate capital of banks, liquidity of commercial
banks, dynamics of the volume of deposits, change in the volume of credit investments, correspond to a
high-level estimate.

The Moody's International Rating Agency for the seventh year in a row assigns the rating with “stable”
forecast to the prospects of development of the banking system of Uzbekistan. The activities of the
banking system of Uzbekistan is also positively responded by the rating agencies Standard & Poor's and
Fitch Ratings.

Thus, all domestic banks have positive ratings from Big Three of international reputable rating
agencies.

As of January 1, 2018, the total number of operating commercial banks registered by the Central Bank
of the Republic of Uzbekistan was 28, including: 3 state banks, 12 joint-stock commercial banks, 8
private banks and 5 banks with foreign capital participation. In addition, the total number of regional
branches of domestic banks increased by 7 units in 2017 and is amounted to 886. Moreover, in order to
improve the quality and efficiency of the provision of banking services, mini-banks and special bank
cash desks operate in large numbers throughout the territory of Uzbekistan.

The need to study the opportunities and potential for the entrepreneurship of each family, provision
of multifaceted assistance to attract people into entrepreneurship is among the priorities for 2017,
stated by the Head of our State in the socio-economic program. The following is also among the
priorities in the bank's activities: further sustainability of the banking system, improving the rating
system of the activities of commercial banks in accordance with international standards and principles
of regulation and supervision, strengthening of cooperation with international financial institutions,
financial support for businesses, expansion and improvement of banking services range, accelerated
introduction of modern information and communication technologies into practice.

Position of JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” in the financial market

JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” is one of the leaders in the sector of banking services in the Republic;
steadily consolidated its position among the largest banks of Uzbekistan. The Bank holds the leading
positions in the financial market of the Republic, having the deservedly high reputation and image of the
bestinvestment bank of the Uzbekistan in the field of foreign credit lines attraction.

Throughout 2017, ]JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” demonstrated the stable growth of its business scale. Not
without reason JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” takes one of the largest market share in the volume of assets -
14.4 %, being in the third position in the ranking of the commercial banks of the Republic by total assets.

We would like to note that Uzpromstroybank holds 17.8% of the entire banking market by the volume
of the loan portfolio, firmly holding the second position in this segment.

Uzpromstroybank holds 10.8% of market share by the volume of equity capital.

Investment loans:

In 2017, JSCB "Uzpromstroybank" proved its high status of the reliable financial and investment
partner for real economy sector entities. For the reporting period, the Bank has allotted investment
loans inthe amount of 1,842.2 bin soums.

In 2017, as in previous years, JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” continued to provide all-round assistance and
support to light industry enterprises and create all the necessary conditions for the development of
enterprises that process cotton fiber. To simplify and accelerate the procedures for obtaining bank
loans and guarantees, the Bank introduced the practice of open credit lines granting, which include
both loans and bank guarantees granting for the acquisition of cotton.

Thus, in 2017, in support and develop textile manufacture Uzpromstroybank granted loans for the
total amount of 13.6 million US dollars and 7.0 billion soums.

Deepening of bank cooperation in the international financial arena:

In 2017, JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” continued its activities in the field of cooperation with the leading
international financial institutions and foreign banks in terms of establishing joint support for
enterprises of the real economy sector, as well as small businesses and private entrepreneurship.

In order to further expand the financing of investment projects for small businesses and private
enterprises, as well as for industrial enterprises, the Bank during the reporting period has implemented
a number of measures aimed at attracting new credit lines of international financial institutions and
foreign banks.

During 2017, the funds of Asian Development Bank amounting to 15 million US dollars, the funds of
International Development Association amounting to 2 million US dollars, the funds of the State
Development Bank of China amounting to 40 million US dollars, the funds of Eximbank of Korea

amounting to 20 million US dollars and the funds of Commerzbank AG amounting to 50 million Euro
were raised.

In addition, JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” acted as a guarantor to the State Development Bank of China for
the loan liabilities of Uzbekneftegaz NHC within the framework of investment project of “Compensation
of the emitting facilities at “Mubarek Gas Processing Plant” LLC, “Construction of three gas
desulphurization units” and “Utilization of associated gases at the Northern Shurtan field and Head
Shurtan facility” for a total amount of 57.0 million US dollars.

Moreover, the loan agreement was concluded between JSCB "Uzpromstroybank" and Eximbank of
China for the amount of 89.8 million US dollars to finance the project "Modernization of JSC
Shargunkumir with bringing of the designed capacity to 900 thousand tons of coal per year” by
refinancing these funds from the side of the Bank.

At the same time, within the framework of the official visit of Dmitry Medvedey, the Head of the
Russian Federation, to the Republic of Uzbekistan on November 2-3, 2017, the agreement on
cooperation between JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” and OJSC Russian Export Center was signed. Under this
agreement, OJSC Russian Export Center has established a credit limit in the amount of 41.0 million US
dollars to JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” for granting a credit line with JSC Roseximbank in the future. As a
result of this credit line raising, the Bank will be able to grant loans to its clients to finance imports of
high-tech equipment, goods and services from the Russian Federation.

At present, a number of foreign credit lines have been opened in JSCB “Uzpromstroybank” the funds
of which can be used to finance the investment projects of the bank's clients, as well as to support small
and private businesses in Uzbekistan. The major creditors of the bank are such authoritative
international financial organizations and foreign banks as the Asian Development Bank, the
International Development Association, the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development,
the State Development Bank of China, EXIM Bank of the Republic of Korea, Commerzbank AG,
Landesbank Baden-Wurttemberg, Raiffeisen Bank International.

During the reporting year, the Bank on account of credit lines from international financial institutions
and foreign banks has financed investment projects of the strategic and basic industries, as well as
projects of small businesses and private entrepreneurship for a total amount of 118.1 million US
dollars, including 77.9 million US dollars for financing the projects of strategic and basic industries, and
40.2 million US dollars for financing the projects of small businesses and private entrepreneurship.

In 2018, it is planned to attract the following credit lines for financing projects of large industrial and
other enterprises, as well as projects of small businesses and private entrepreneurship:

- creditline of the State Development Bank of China;
creditline of the Asian Development Bank;

- creditline of the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development;
- credit line of Eximbank of Turkey;

- creditlines of International Financial Institutions;

- creditline of the Russian Export-import bank.

Private deposits

Clients' orientation to the formation of long-term savings is the most important task, which was
adequately managed to be settled by the retail business of the Bank during 2017. Optimization of the
attracting structure was achieved both on account of the current deposits line, and through the
introduction of new deposits.

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RETAIL PRODUCTS AND SERVICES

For the convenience of the clients servicing, the Bank has installed about 14.0 thousand pieces of
terminals, of which 13.4 thousand - in retail outlets, 605 - in bank service outlets.

Turnover on plastic cards, compared with last year has increased by 390.8 billion soums and is
amounted to 3,909.8 billion soums.

As of January 1, 2018, turnover of transactions in the terminal network of the Bank is amounted to 3,
129.8 billion soums.

During 2017 the amount of the funds credited to the plastic card accounts is amounted to 4,139.3
billion soums. As of January 1, 2018, balances of plastic cards accounts are amounted to 175.7 billion
soums. Compared with the same period of the last year crediting the accounts of plastic cards is
increased by 693.1 billion soums.

In 2017, in order to provide additional services for holders of plastic cards, a new mobile application
“UzPSB Mobile” was updated. This product was made on the basis of Internet technologies that enable
to use banking services, including money transfer from a card to a card, loan repayment, utility and
other services on-line payment.

The “UzPSB-Mobile” mobile application was integrated with the “Payme” payment system, in addition,
an agreement was concluded between the bank and Inspired LLC and Click LLC to provide money
transfer services from card to card in online mode.

In addition, the “Home Bank” system is functioning. This is a system of banking services that allows
VISA plastic card holders to carry out banking transactions around the clock through the site
card.uzpsb.uz., payments for mobile communication services, for utilities, find out the balance of the
card account, receive mini-statements on it, as well as put the plastic card in the stop list if lost.

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DEVELOPMENT OF BANKING AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES

In 2017, the development of IT infrastructure was carried out in accordance with the basic business
objectives.

Information technologies appear as the material factor that guarantees the financial institution
success in the context of ongoing in the banking service market.

In the second quarter, the basic server complex of the Bank was upgraded, which allowed to increase
the productivity of information systems of the PC “IABS”, speed up the processing of transactions,
provide an opportunity to expand the list of services provided, bringing them to a new quality level.

The works on the arrangement of modular data processing centers (basic and backup) and their
telecommunications infrastructure were continued. At present, the design and estimate
documentation for the construction of data center buildings is being developed, and issues of their
engineering and technical equipping are being worked out in accordance with the O'z DSt 2875: 2014
standard and the world leading practices.

In order to improve the quality of services provided to client, “UzPSB Mobile” service for individuals
has been improved. The application was integrated with MUNIS payment system for P2P payments
acceptance, and an overdraftloan service was introduced.

The number of the users of the “Bank-Client”, “SMS-banking” and “Internet-banking” systems are
expanding. As of January 1, 2018, the number of users of the “Bank-client” and “Internet-banking”
systems was amounted to 36,983 clients. The number of users of “SMS banking” and “Mobile banking”
were 375,193. The total number of users of information technologies systems were 412,176.
